REGULATION

to establish a Development Authority for the Federally Administered
Tribal Areas.

WHEREAS it is expedient to provide for the establishment of a
Development Authority for the promotion of the economic development of the
Federally Administered Tribal Areas and for matters ancillary thereto;

NOW, THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers conferred by clause (5) of
Article 247 of the Constitution of the Islamic Republic of Pakistan, for the peace
and good government of the Federally Administered Tribal Areas the President
is pleased to make the following Regulation:-

1.  Short title, extent and commencement.—(1) This Regulation
may be called the Federally Administered Tribal Areas Development Authority
Regulation, 2006.

(2). It extends to the whole of the Federally Administered Tribal Areas.
(3). It shall come into force at once.

2.  Definitions.—In this Regulation, unless there is anything
repugnant in the subject or context:- v

(a) “Additional Chief Secretary” means the Additional Chief Secretary
in-charge of the Federally Administered Tribal Areas Secretariat.

(b) ‘*agency” means any department or organization of the Federal
Government or the Provincial Government and includes an
autonomous or semi-autonomous body or authority set up by either
of them and also any private sector organization;

(c) “Authority” means the Federally Administered Tribal Areas
Development Authority as established under this Regulation;

(d) “Board” means the Board of Directors of the Authority;

(¢) “building” includes any factory, industrial or business
establishment, shop, go-down, warehouse, house, out-house, hut,
hutment, shed, garage, stable, well platform, and any other
structure, whether meant for residential or business purposes or
not, made of masonry, bricks, wood, mud, thatch, metal or any
other material, but does not include a temporary structure made for
purposes connected with agriculture;

(f) “Chief Executive” means the Chief Executive, and who shall be
ex officio Chairman of the Board;
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“Director” means Director of the Authority

“Federally Administered Tribal Areas” means the Federally
Administered Tribal Areas as defined in paragraph (c) of Article
246 of the Constitution of the Islamic Republic of Pakistan.
“land” includes buildings and benefits arising out of land, things
attached to the earth or permanently fastened to anything
attached to the earth;

“Governor” means the Governor of the North-West Frontier
Province;

“Member” means a Member of the Steering Committee of the
Authority or the Board of Directors.

“minerals” does not include minerals necessary for the.
generation of nuclear energy or mineral oil or natural gas;
“Political Agent” in relation to an area, means the Political
Agent or the District Coordination Officer of that area.

“Project” means a project prepared under this Regulation;
“Provincial Government” means the government of the North-
West Frontier Province;

“rule” means rules made under this Regulation;

“scheduled bank” means a bank for the time being included in
the list of banks maintained under sub-section (1) of section 37
of the State Bank of Pakistan Act, 1956 (XXX of 1956)
“SAFRON” means the States and Frontier Regions Division of
the Federal Government. :
“Steering Committee” means the Steering Committee
established under section-4, and .

“Standing Order” means a standing order made under this
Regulation.

CHAPTER-II

CONSTITUTION AND MANAGEMENT OF THE AUTHORITY

3.  Establishment of the Authority.—(1) As soon as may be after the
commencement of this Regulation, the Governor shall establish an Authority to
be called the Federally Administered Tribal Areas Development Authority.

(2) The Authority shall be a body Corporate, having perpetual
succession and a common seal, with power, subject to the provisions of this
Regulation, to acquire and hold property, both movable and immovable, and
shall by the said name sue and be sued.
