AGREEMENT DEED
This agreement deed relating to the provision of boarding, lodging, messing, transport and other facilities to the nominated trainees of FATA Development Authority, Peshawar in Geo and Gemological Of Pakistan (GGIP) Peshawar Saddar is executed this day __________ at Peshawar between FATA Development Authority, Peshawar represented through Project Director (PMU Skills Dev) hereinafter called the first party and management of _____________________________represented by ______________________ hereafter called the second party to provide above referred facilities to the nominated trainees of the first party.


Now for the achievement of best results of the programme referred above, both the parties with their free will, consent voluntarily agree to abide by the following terms and conditions.

1. The Second party shall:

i. Admit nominees of the first party in the hostel on ​​​​​​​​​​​​​__________.  Duration of stay in the hostel will be for ______________.  During stay nominated students of first party will be under supervision of second party.

ii. Provide facilities like boarding and lodging, messing, laundry (10 suits (Qameez Shalwar) per trainee per month) security and transport to the trainees nominated by the first party.  The facilities shall be located in the buildings agreed upon by the two parties.

iii. Ensure availability of first aid facilities and provision of food (menu attached at Annexure-B).

iv. Provide healthy academic and peaceful atmosphere in the hostel so that trainees/boarders could concentrate on their studies and appoint suitable qualified persons as warden of the hostel in consultation with the first party.  
v. Ensure settlement of all issues relating to the trainees/boarders at hostel and will not contact the first party in this regard.

vi. Pay income tax or other taxes levied upon them or in connection with their employees and services provided to them under this agreement and will not claim any insurance from the first party.
vii. Communicate to the first party (represented by GM (Finance)), its bank account for transfer of budget.

2. Charges of hostel like boarding and lodging, messing, laundry and transport will be borne by the first party, in accordance with the rates and payment schedule as per attached annexure “A”.  Payment will be made on actual registration of participants in the training institute/hostel.  The minimum number of trainees for the purpose of hostel rent and transport will be (30) thirty for each course.
3. In case of dropped out of trainees from the institution or removed by the first party or institute, due to any reason, payment of cost of food and laundry will be deducted from the date the trainee is absent/removed.  Rent and transport cost will be paid for remaining period.
4. The second party shall submit a performance guaranty in the shape of bank guaranty @ 10% of the contract value valid for six months from the date of agreement. In case the second party failed to complete the assignment according to the clauses of the agreement, the first party shall have the right to encash the afore said guaranty to compensate for the damages. 
5. The parties undertake to act in good faith with respect to each other’s right under this agreement and to adopt all reasonable measures to ensure the realization of the objectives of the agreement.

SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES

6. In the event of any dispute or claim arising out of, or relating to, this Agreement or any breach hereof, the Parties shall use their best effort to settle such dispute or claim. To this effect, a party wishing to settle a dispute or claim shall serve a written notice of the dispute or claim to the other Party together with reasonable particulars thereof and the Parties shall consult and negotiate with each other, in good faith and understanding of their mutual interests, and shall attempt to reach a just and equitable solution satisfactory to both Parties within thirty (30) days from the date of the aforesaid notice.
7. Except as is expressly provided in this Agreement, if the Parties fail to reach an amicable settlement pursuant to above Clause, then upon written notice by either Party to the other, the dispute or claim shall be settled by the Chief Executive of the first party and Director Operation of the second party where the decision shall be final and binding on both the parties. 
8. Except as provided in this Agreement, none of the rights or obligations hereunder shall be assignable or transferable by any Party.

9. In case of violation of terms and conditions of this agreement aggrieved party can claim damages from the other party.  Representatives of the parties signed the agreement before below cited marginal witnesses.
