TERMS AND CONDITIONS:
1. Call deposit @ 2% of the total bid value shall accompany the tender in favor of the General Manager (Minerals) FATA DA from any scheduled bank which will be returned to the unsuccessful bidders.
2. Successful bidders are required to deposit security money with in 14 days of receipt of acceptance letter @ 2% of the total value and earnest money already deposited will be converted into security deposit which will be refunded after successful completion of the assignment. 

3. Tender without earnest money shall not be considered.

4. Tender either over writing, cutting or conditional or by FAX shall not be accepted.
5. Employer reserve the right to accept tender either whole or part or reject it without assigning any reason thereof.
6. Tender shall provide details of drilling work in a bar-chart showing the sequence of work items by which he proposes to complete the works of the entire contract and the time period.
7. The duration of drilling job will be 6 months.
8. Location of boreholes at site will be defined and marked at site by the representative of the Employer.

9. Failing to complete the work in time, a penalty of Rs. 3,000/- per day up to a maximum of 10% of sum stated in the Letter of Acceptance.
10. Advance against mobilization charges will be paid on mutual consent as per rule to the contractor against bank guarantee.
11. Payment will be made on monthly bases subject to raising the bill by the contractor against the drilling work not less than 100 meters per month duly certified by the site-Incharge.

12. Payment will be made through Project Manager (Manganese) FATA DA from the bill of the contractor.

13. The contractor shall comply with all instructions given by the project management in respect of the Works including the suspension of all or part of the work.

14. The contractor shall not subcontract the whole of the Works. The contractor shall not subcontract any part of the Works without the consent of the project management.
15. The contractor will provide first aid medical facilities to their site staff. For any major accident, compensation to the effected person will be made by the contractor as per prevailing labor law.

16. Preference will be given to the locals in engaging technical and Non-technical staff.

17. Security to the machinery and personnel will be arranged by the FATA DA through concerned Political Administration. However, the wages of the personnel engaged for security purpose will be paid by the contractor.
18. Establishment of the site camp will be the whole responsibility of the contractor. However, the project management will provide all possible help.

19. The contractor shall provide the site with drilling rigs in good mechanical conditions fitted with wire-line systems. All machines shall be equipped with the necessary accessories, tools, rods, casings, double core barrels, mud pumps and others.

20. Drilling equipment and methods shall be such as to obtain as near 100% core recovery as is reasonably possible. Vibration shall be kept to a minimum by the drilling rig and using only straight drilling rods suited to the size of hole being drilled and transmission system free from play and backlash.   
21. In case of any dispute whatsoever between the parties, arbitration will be conducted by the Chief Executive, FATA DA whose decision shall be final and binding on both the parties.

22. The successful bidder will have to sign an agreement with the General Mineral (Minerals) FATA DA employer for carrying out core drilling.
